Module Title:   An Ethical Dilemma? - Making decisions that effect the law, you and the world around you – Using the experiences of Theodore Boone, a teenage character created by John Grisham (author of the Firm, A time to kill etc) in his new book Theodore Boone – Young Lawyer (published by Hodder and Stoughton) www.theodoreboone.co.uk
Module Introduction:

This module enables young people to explore important issues of citizenship. The young people will explore rights and responsibilities, especially the law and then focus on a dilemma experienced by the fictional character of Theodore Boone a 13 year old boy. The lessons use characters and episodes in the book to illustrate experiences to draw out key areas concerning what it is to be a citizen and what that means for Rights and Responsibilities, participation and inclusion or exclusion. The focus for this module is the Citizenship curriculum, however it also supports issues in PSHE and will support literacy. The module is suitable for years 7 and 8.

This is a short module of 3 lessons that can build on earlier work or introduce new themes and interesting scenarios. The book is suitable for 10 to 13 year olds and may have been read by children in year 6 making these lessons useful hooks to attract children to discussing citizenship.
